Each Rich Media video is keyword-searchable, allowing you to start playback from a
list of main topics.

Quick Setup Guide for the VoD Site

Login to the Members-only Website.

Click on Products, then choose Product Catalog. If you already know
which part number or item you are looking for, you can type the
description in the search bar. If not, click the Video on Demand link
listed under Categories to get a quick view of all the media available for
purchase.

Choose any item labeled “Webinar” and purchase your content by
choosing the amount of time you wish to view the content. Options for
viewing content are 30 days, 180 days, or 365 days of unlimited viewing.
