Firefighters Special Equipment and Precautions

Do not inhale explosion and combustion gases. Burning produces heavy smoke. Substance that can sustain combustion when 

exposed to heat and ignition sources. Thermal decomposition produces toxic fumes of oxides of nitrogen and carbon. In the 

absence of  oxygen may generate other toxic gases. Like most organic powders, may cause an explosion if the powder is 

dispersed into the air and set off.  Advice for firefighters: Use suitable breathing apparatus . Wear respirator, gloves, protective 

footwear.
